At the age of 14 back then, I watch the news from TV talking about the earthquake in Sichuan. At first I thought it was a tv show, but then I realised that is actually happening which scares back then. I thought I get used to it already, but when I arrive the centre of where the earthquakes occurred I cried. I can see the buildings and roads were destroyed during earthquakes which also make me think of it was a home of somebody but it is now gone and strikes me deep in my heart.
